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Welcome

Kinross College is proud to offer students entering Year 10 a wide range of high quality courses, providing
essential skills and learning outcomes.

The study program for Year 10 students reflects their growing interest in vocational options after school and
the pre-requisite learning area development for senior schooling.

Ideally, students should complete at least one course from both The Arts and Technology and Enterprise
throughout the year. In Year 10, students will undertake compulsory Health and Physical Education. There
are also electives available in this area.

Students are advised to choose wisely and in the areas that they are likely to pursue in Years 11 and 12.
Generally these will be areas in which the student has skill, interest or both.

PRESCRIBED COURSES:

All students will study the following compulsory courses:
English
Mathematics
Health and Physical Education
Science
Society & Environment

ELECTIVES:

All electives run for a full Semester (20 Weeks). This booklet provides information on the various electives
available to students. Students will study 6 electives depending on the final timetable (3 per semester). All
students are asked to rank their electives from 1-10, thus providing reserves. Generally, more than 85% of
students receive their first preferences.

LOTE:
French is included as a year long elective. This elective is compulsory for students considering LOTE
(Language other than English) in years 11 and 12. It is important to note that French is not offered as a

subject at Mindarie Senior College, although students may choose to enrol in French through SIDE (School
of Isolated and Distance Education) whilst at Mindarie Senior College.

PAYMENT AND ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

Please ensure that your parents are prepared to meet the costs associated with the courses you have
chosen. A 50% deposit will be required when the signed Agre  ement and Electives Selections are
handed in, with the balance due by 17 February 2012 . The costs of Electives on offer vary, based on the
volume of materials used and associated costs with certain materials. It is important to note some courses
have additional costs such as purchasing fabrics in the case of textiles and a camp in the case of Outdoor
Education.

Year 10 Electives attract a charge because of the high use of consumables and materials required. They
provide an opportunity for specialisation in specific practical learning areas suited to the personal and

vocational interests of students. Elective selection forms will not be accepted witho ut the payment
included. Students who do not include payment will be placed in an alternative course which does not
include electives.

The Electives Agreement and Selection Year 10 — 2012 is to be signed by your parent/s or guardian/s and
yourself and returned to the Front Office no later than the date indicated on the sheet.

Classes will be determined by demand and the availability of resources, therefore not all courses will run. It
is for this reason that you must nominate reserve electives.

PLEASE NOTE: If you do not hand in your 2012 Elect ives Agreement and Selection Year 10
with 50% deposit by 19 August 2011 you will not be placed in an Electives course.
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YEAR 10 - 2012

Year 10 at Kinross is a transition year. Students are working toward a pathway depending on their
chosen careers, interests and abilities. Pathways may include:
Employment
WCIT
Apprentice Traineeship
University
School

In order to be confident of success in any of these pathways all
students must complete a compulsory set of units throughout the year
to increase their eligibility for these pathways. There are compulsory
and optional subjects in Year 10.

While the units within certain subjects vary depending on the
pathway, these are the compulsory subjects covered in Year 10:

- Mathematics

- Science

- Physical Education

- Health Education

- Career Education

- Society & Environment

Lockers

Lockers are available for student use in Year 10. A non refundable fee is charged for the use of a
locker. The fee covers all maintenance of the lockers, including damage or loss of keys.

Homework

Homework is a regular part of the teaching and learning program. This may take the form of set
work that is collected and assessed by the teacher. It is expected that all homework set is
attempted. If a student has difficulty, it is helpful if the student has genuinely attempted to complete
it. This way, staff are better able to identify what is needed in addressing the problem or barrier to
understanding.

In cases of work not being formally set, there are a range of techniques and strategies students
[ 177, should regularly employ. One of the simplest is rereading

HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION
OUTDOOR EDUCATION Code: 10HPE1 Cost: $125

Subject Outline:

The majority of this course will be practically-based with students participating in the units
of navigation, bike riding/ road safety, camp cooking, kayaking, snorkelling and fishing.
The course is designed to provide students with the necessary practical skills to participate
in a range of outdoor activities. Students will have the opportunity to develop leadership,
self-management and interpersonal skills through a variety of challenging experiences. It is
hoped that students will progress to the point where planning for an expedition at the end
of the semester is possible for students who have successfully completed Outdoor
Education throughout the course of the semester. Student participation in this program will
be a valuable introduction to Outdoor Education courses in Years 11 and 12.

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SPORTSFUN Code: 10HPE2 Cost: $55

Subject Outline:

Sportsfun is a youth leadership program aimed at developing coaching skills in young
leaders. Student leaders within this program provide fun modified sports clinics for primary
school participants. Course time will be divided into 70% practical and 30% theory. The
selection of this course will be valuable in developing skills required for Physical Education
Studies in Years 11 & 12, in turn will assist in the pursuit of Sport and Recreation or Early
Childhood vocations.

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PHYS REC AQUATIC Code: 10HPE3 Cost: $220

Subject Outline:

The Water Based Physical Recreation course allows students to obtain their Bronze
Medallion (Nationally recognised qualification through The Royal Life Saving Society
Australia) and participate in a surfing program. Course time is divided equally for Bronze
Medallion and Surfing (One term each). The Bronze Medallion course aims to develop the
skills, judgement and initiative required to perform successful aquatic rescues and
administer Basic First Aid. Course time will be divided into 50% practical and 50% theory.
The surfing program aims to develop surf awareness and the practical coaching sessions
develop students’ surfing skills/technique. Course time will be divided into 80% practical
and 20% theory. At the end of the course there will be one full day surfing excursion. The
selection of this course will be a valuable introduction to Outdoor Education in Years 11 &
12 (achievement in this course can now contribute to University admission), and in turn will
assist in the pursuit of Sport and Recreation or Lifesaving vocations.

Subject Outline:

Phys Ed Studies is designed to be an introductory course to Physical Education Studies in
Years 11 and 12, and runs for the duration of the year. It aims to develop sport specific
skills and strategies over a range of selected sports, combined with basic theory of
anatomy and physiology. Course time will be divided into 60% practical and 40% theory.
Course assessment is 70% practical and 30% theory.

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LOTE

FRENCH 3 & 4 Semester 1- Code: 10LOTE3 Cost: $35
Semester 2- Code: 10LOTE4 Cost: $35

Students should note that this is a year length cou rse. Students selecting LOTE are
expected to study this in both semesters.

Subject Outline:

Students studying French will continue to focus on communication and language use
through Listening and Responding, and Speaking. Students will view and read a variety of
texts in the French language and respond appropriately. They will also be able to write
texts independently in French. Students will further develop cultural understandings,
recognise patterns and rules when using French and rehearse purposeful language for
use in real life situations. Students will have access to French/English dictionaries and on-
line resources and work in cooperative learning situations.

Skills Outline:
Students will study a range of topics within this course. These include:
Descriptions of self, family and friends
Describe a series of events
Obtaining services, making arrangements to meet
Numbers up to 1000
Search for specific details in a spoken or written text
Holiday and travel
Home and daily routine
School life and comparing French and Australian schools
Students will have the opportunity to communicate with students in France through
a French pen-pal program in order to develop their language skills further.

Recommended prior study: Year 9 French
For students who have not taken French in Year 9: Teaching and learning will
support and cater for mixed abilities

Further Study:

Year 10 French is compulsory for students considering
LOTE in Years 11 and 12. Itis important to note that
French is not offered as a course of study at Mindarie
Senior College, although students may choose to enrol in
French through SIDE (School of Isolated and Distance
Education) whilst attending Mindarie Senior College. This
program is designed for students to be able to sit the TEE
French exams at the end of Year 12 or to simply continue
with their French language studies. Kinross College has
recently implemented SIDE within the French program
and this has proven to be an excellent resource,
motivating students to become independent learners
whilst having unlimited access to all information sources.
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Year 10 students are encouraged to take part in a student exchange program through
SIDE (also available in Years 11 and 12). The WA/ La Réunion Student Exchange is an
annual exchange program for students of French in Western Australian schools. The
exchange program aims to allow students to participate for a period of four weeks in the

everyday life of a host family and school
environment. Students will therefore have the
chance to gain first-hand experience in French
ideas and customs and thus develop a better
understanding of the host society as well as
become more fluent in the French language. If
interested, students may also have the opportunity
to host a French exchange student from various
parts of France and French speaking countries and
communities for a short period of time. This is
excellent for creating avenues for forming
friendships and improving their language skills.

NB: Students may also be required to pay
additional costs for excursions to French
restaurants/cafés/ patisseries (optional)

Students selecting French as an option should choos e both units (Semester 1 & 2)
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ENGLISH

Creative Writing Code: 10ENCW1 Cost: $10

Subject Outline:

This course is designed for students who have a creative streak and want to develop their writing skills in a
self directed way, be it poetry, story or dramatic composition. Students would be encouraged to submit their
work into competitions as well as possibly seeking publication in the growing number of student journals as
well as within the Kinross College community. Writers such as Tim Winton began this way and are now
famous across Australia and around the world.

Workplace Communication Code: 10ENGE1 Cost: $10

Subject Outline:
This course is designed for students who want to develop their communication skills so as to be more
marketable for the workplace e.g. apprenticeships or TAFE studies. Students would be encouraged to do
short on-line courses, complete forms and documentation, write letters of application, create resumes,
practise telephone and interview techniques, use e-mail, word processor and basic excel.

Minimum Entrance Requirements : A desire to undertake TAFE studies or embark on an apprenticeship
for the following year.

English Enrichment: Literature Code: 10ENGL1 Cost $10

Subject Outline:

The course will cover the growth of English literature from and Ancient Greek and Anglo Saxon times to the
modern day and also touch upon the developments from other countries, including Europe, America, Africa
and Australia. Each course of study undertaken will develop students' appreciation and experience of
literature so that they have a wider background for their upper school studies.

Skills Outline:
- How to read complex texts
How to become a critical reader
How to research and prepare notes on texts
How to organise a reading programme
Learning about the canon of literature
How to talk and write about texts
How to gain personal understandings from literature.

Minimum Entrance Requirements:  An intense interest in reading and discussing poetry, prose and drama
from the earliest beginnings to the modern day. The direction of the course will follow the development and
growth of English and world literature, including aspect from Australia's past as well as the classics.
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TECHNOLOGY AND ENTERPRISE

DESIGN & FABRICATION [Metal] Code: 10DeF Cost: $120

Students should note that this is a year length cou rse

Subject Outline:

This course is designed to broaden student’s knowledge and skills in the use of a variety of
materials and material processes. Where possible, students will be given the opportunity to
create projects that incorporate metals, timbers and plastics or a combination of each.
Students will be expected to draw plans, create a time management plan for their work
procedure, cost their project and manufacture their project based on their specifications.
Workshop safety will be paramount.

Students will be required to complete both theory and practical aspects of the course in order
to achieve a high grade.

The course is designed to fulfil the following aims:

Investigate issues, values, needs and opportunities related to their chosen item of
manufacture

Devise and generate ideas and prepare production proposals for their chosen item of
manufacture

Manufacture their chosen item

Evaluate their final project from initial concept stages through to final completed model

Skills Outline:
Students will carry out processes utilising a combination of the following:
- Oxy-Acetylene, MIG and Arc welding

Sheet metal work

Metal lathe operation

Metalwork hand tools and machinery

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WOODWORK 3 Code: 10DT2 Cost: $90

Subject Outline:

In this semester students will develop skills in three distinct ways. Firstly students will
research chosen topics and explore ideas by means of concept sketches and through to a
working design. Secondly, the students will develop their hand and machine skills by the
completion of set skill exercises, which gives the student the ability to design, construct,
evaluate a product using skills developed. The third and final stage enables the
student to demonstrate the skills and knowledge that they have learnt by
completing a design project to a high standard. Students then complete an array of
projects at their own pace.

Secondly, the student will develop their
hand and machine skills by the completion of set skill exercises, which gives the student
the ability to design, construct and evaluate a product using these skills. The third and final
stage enables the student to demonstrate the skills and knowledge that they have learnt by
completing a design project to a high standard. Students then complete an array of projects
at their own pace.

Subject Outline:

Building and Construction is designed to give students a very comprehensive introduction
to a variety of trades in the building industry. This is achieved by the delivery of trade
related theory in all modules and complemented by hands on practical trade tasks. Module
content includes carpentry, bricklaying, fabrication, tiling, roof plumbing, gyprocking,
painting, concrete and Shire regulations. Plumbing and electrical, being a closed trade, will
not involve live hands on tasks and will be covered as theory.

Cabinet Making
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TECHNICAL GRAPHICS Semester 1 or 2 - Code: 10TecG3 Cost: $60

Subject Outline:

Communication is frequently facilitated by the use of graphics and, in particular, by the use of
technical graphics in construction, engineering and consumer contexts. The creation and
interpretation of drawings are skills useful in employment and as life skills in a world where
communication increasingly relies upon graphics.

The course further develops student’s knowledge and skills in sketching and drawing everyday
items utilising a number of drawing types including Orthographic projection, Oblique, Isometric
and Perspective. Students will also be introduced to drawing techniques and conventions for
Assembly drawing and Exploded drawing. Students will gain skills and knowledge in the area
of rendering, utilising equipment such as Coloured markers, Water colours and Air brushing.
Students will develop an understanding of the need for clear and accurate drawings and will
gain knowledge of relevant Australian Standards.

The course is designed to further develop the following aims outlined in the Year 9 Technical
Graphics course:

Foster an awareness of the importance of Graphic Communication as an international
language
Foster the ability to initiate, develop and then communicate ideas graphically
Stimulate an interest in, and enjoyment of, the study of graphical techniques and their
application
Develop a knowledge and understanding of the fundamentals of Graphic Communication
To develop the ability to :
read and interpret a variety of types of drawings
use a range of drafting techniques
produce desired effects through the considered use of colour
select, organise and represent information graphically

ELECTRONICS Code: 10ELECT Cost: $65

Electronics is one of the fastest growing industries in the world, and also an increasingly
popular and useful hobby. Electrical and Electronic theory, design and practical skills can be
applied in many different career paths, including computing, engineering, construction,
entertainment and manufacturing.

In this course students will develop their knowledge of basic electronic systems; from simple
component identification and simple project construction to the design and construction of their
own electronic systems.

Students will be required to complete both theory and practical aspects of the course in order
to achieve a high grade.

The course is designed to fulfil the following aims:
Identify basic electronic circuit components
Differentiate between different circuit types
Complete simple electronic circuit construction
Understand the complex nature and need for the development of electronic industries.
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FOOD TECHNOLOGY
FOOD FOR FUN Code: 10HEC1F Cost: $60

Subject Outline:

This is a practical course designed for students interested in various cultural food styles.
Students will work to the Technology Process and Materials outcomes to develop the skills
to plan and cook meals for various occasions and develop meals with an international
flavour for young people. Students will gather a portfolio of written notes and recipes.

Skills Outline:
The assignments will be based on researching
topics such as:
- Various cultures and their foods
Raw ingredients and especially herbs and
spices
Family meals
Festivals and festive meals
Cooking styles and implements
Cooking skills
Work hygienically and safely
Work as a team and individually

Further study: Year 11 Independent Living
Year 11 Food Production

CHILD DEVELOPMENT Code: 10HEc2 Cost: $50

Subject Outline:

This is a practical course designed for students wanting to pursue a career in child care or
nursing. Students will learn to cook meals for pregnant women and make a textiles item for
young people. Students will gather a portfolio of suitable notes and design briefs.

Skills Outline:

The assignments will be based on researching topics such as:
Relationships
Contraception, conception
Pregnancy and child birth
Caring for a newborn
Child development — clothing, safety and play
Cooking, sewing and craft skills

Minimum Entrance Requirements:  Caring for Children is
a prerequisite but is not essential.

Further study: Child Development will be of interest to students
who want to pursue child care or nursing as a career. It is a
precursor for Early Childhood studies
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FOOD PRODUCTION 1 Code: 10HEc3 Cost: $100

Students should note that this is a year length cou rse. Students selecting Food
Production are expected to study this in both semes ters.

Subject Outline:

This course is for the more seriously hospitality-minded student with a focus on developing
food preparation skills whilst working with the formal menu. Students will work through the
Technology Process to complete their tasks by researching food related themes.

Skills Outline:
- Researching the role of the chef and the responsibilities in a commercial kitchen
Designing and constructing meals from the formal menu
Use industry recognised cooking techniques
Working safely and hygienically
Work as part of a group
Research and develop a number of cooking skills
Display and critique work
Work as part of a team
Students in this course are expected to work to industry standards and to provide
quality food products for a number of school functions

Further studies: This course leads onto Year 11 Food Production

FOOD PRODUCTION 2 Code: 10HEc4 Cost: $100

Students should note that this is a year length cou rse. Students selecting Food
Production are expected to study this in both semes ters.

Subject Outline:

This course further develops the more seriously hospitality-minded student with focus on
food preparation skills. Students will work through the Technology Process to complete
their tasks by researching food related themes. The focus is on customer service in a
restaurant setting, regarding the roles of a chef and the waitperson.

Skills Outline:

There will be a strong emphasis on:
Food safety
Preparation skills
Menu planning
Develop recognised cooking techniques
Presentation of foods
Service to others

N.B: An excursion to a restaurant is planned with an additional cost of approximately $35
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INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY
MEDIA PRODUCTION 3 & 4 Code: 10MED3 Cost: $35

Students should note that this is a year length cou rse. Students selecting Media
Production are expected to study this in both semes ters.

Subject Outline:

Students will sample various aspects of Media producing things through film, print and
computer-based design. Students will learn to use cam cards, tripods and media software
on iMac computers. Students will be expected to create short films, printed media such a
‘fun zone’ and develop their image editing skills.

PHOTOGRAPHY 3 Code: 10PHO3 Cost: $35

Subject Outline:

No matter what your preference for subject matter or level of photographic skill, you can
always improve you photography. This course will develop your understanding of digital
photography and the equipment needed. Students will be introduced to basic digital
cameras and their operation right up to professional SLR, and complex darkroom
techniques. Basic photo editing techniques will be introduced using Photoshop elements.

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PHOTOGRAPHY 4 Code: 10PHO4 Cost: $35

photography.

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MATHEMATICS

MATHS ENRICHMENT 3 & 4 Semester 1- Code: 10MATE3 Cost: $30
Semester 2 - Code: 10MATE 4 Cost: $30

Students selecting this course should note that it Is a year long course.

Subject Outline:

A problem solving course using nine separate problem solving strategies, the application
of which will allow entry to a range of state and national mathematics competitions,
including Westpac, UNSW and MAWA. The course will also provide high quality practice
for students looking to pursue TEE mathematics pathways.

Minimum Entrance Requirements:  High interest in Mathematics

Further Study: It would be envisaged that students would go on to TEE in Years 11 & 12

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SCRIPTS IN PRODUCTION 1 [DRAMA] Code: Cost: $50

Subject Outline:

Within this semester long course, students will have the opportunity to create and perform
in variety of scripted performances including monologues, script excerpts and one-act
plays. They will develop performance skills through looking at characterisation, verbal and
non-verbal communication and improvisation as well as having the chance to explore
production roles behind the scenes of each performance. The course aims to develop an
understanding of what it takes to create entertaining and relevant performances both both
onstage and from behind the scenes

Minimum Entrance Requirements:
An interest in Drama and a desire to develop personal and group skills.

SCRIPTS IN PRODUCTION 2 [DRAMA] Code: Cost: $50

Subject Outline:

This semester long course will allow students to develop their performance skills by
looking at and performing scripts and styles from around the world. Performances will
include scripts and script excerpts from modern Australian playwrights right through to
Shakespeare. Students will develop their performance skills through participating in a
variety of workshops covering areas such as characterisation, verbal and non-verbal
communication, using improvisation as a developing tool and incorporating the techniques
used by a variety of Drama theorists.

Minimum Entrance Requirements:
Completion of Scripts in Production Semester 1 is an advantage but entry through
application to the Head of the Arts is possible.

VISUAL ART 1D Semester 1 - Code: 10VArtl Cost: $90
(Instead of Extension Art)

Students should note that this is a year length cou rse. Students selecting Visual Art
1D will study this in both semesters.

Subject Outline:

Detailed information on this course can be found at www.curriculum.edu.au in the
courses section. The length of this course is a minimum of 55 hours. Less than 80%
attendance of the course will result in the subject being incomplete.

The focus for this unit is investigations. Students investigate a variety of selected artist’
work to further develop their understanding of the creative process. They investigate styles
of representation and explore the expressive potential of media, techniques and processes
in the creation of their artworks, while refining their reflection and decision- making skills.

Students will learn how to analyse and understand artworks. They will explore a range of
different media and drawing styles to really develop the complexity of their artwork.
Students will be guided through investigative activities and expected to develop their own
finished artwork in response. These artworks will go on display in the Year 10 Arts
Showcase at the end of Semester 1 and a special off campus art exhibition in Semester 2.
Students will be involved in at least 2 excursions during the year, 1 to develop their
drawing skills and the other to expand their knowledge of Art through visiting exhibitions
and galleries in Perth City.

FASHION AND TEXTILES 4  Code: 10FTex4 Cost: $45

Subject Outline:

The aim of this course is for students to develop their own Fashion label. They will learn
how local designers develop their ideas, make their garments and then sell them. They will
also research International Designers to expand their knowledge of Fashion. Students will
then develop an idea for their own “label” and express it through a storyboard. They then
design and make a skirt that communicates the style of their label.

Minimum Entrance Requirements: Prefer students to have completed Fashion and

COLLEGE POLICY

COLLEGE CHARGES AND THEIR PART IN SCHOOL FUNDING

The Reason For College Charges:

The College receives a government grant (The School Grant) each year to cover the basic
costs of running the College. The government lays down the purposes for which The
School Grant is used. In brief, college grant funds are used for a range of whole-of-college
expenses, including the following:
" Maintenance and minor repairs of equipment, grounds, classroom furniture and
buildings
Minor structural improvements
Professional development of the college’s staff
Day-to-day administration costs (eg postage, printing, stationery, college promotion)
Payment for utilities (electricity, telephone, water and gas)
Purchase of major equipment items.

Teachers and other college staff are paid directly from the government.

Funds received from donations by the P & C, hiring fees received for private use of college
facilities, savings on utilities use and bookshop commission help to offset the course costs
for students. However, the costs of “extras” for courses are not included in the
government’s School Grant. Because of this shortfall, the college levies a charge on
students taking such courses to cover the cost of those “extras” and so ensure the college
can offer the best possible education to its students.

The government acknowledges that this situation affects all government-funded schools.
As a result, secondary colleges have a legal right to charge for goods and services that
are used by students in a course of study and which the college’s School Grant funding
does not cover. The Department of Education also requires schools to make every
endeavour to recover outstanding charges costs.

Determining College Charges

The college endeavours to keep its charges to a minimum while maintaining a high
standard of curriculum delivery. The government endorses the levying of a college charge
that covers basic needs associated with teaching the essential curriculum, such as
photocopying, access to textbooks and use of specialised equipment.

Each student is also charged for items that are specifically used in various elective
courses, such as: ingredients for food preparation; transport to and from option venues;
art materials; use of computer and photographic equipment and associated materials;
timber; metal; tools; specialised sporting equipment and photocopies of course handouts.
The amount of these costs will vary according to each student’s choice of courses.
Similarly, government regulations on school fees do not set limits on the cost of
purchasing prescribed textbooks for courses offered in government schools.
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PAYING COLLEGE CHARGES

Who should pay college charges?

It is government policy that parents should contribute towards the cost of educating their
children. Given that students are able to choose the courses that will offer them the
learning outcomes they desire, it is considered fair and equitable that all parents should
pay for the courses that their children select. Similarly, it is generally considered unfair
that some families could be expected to pay for the consumable components of courses
for another family’s student. This college believes all parents should pay the charges that
will cover the expenses resulting from children’s selection of courses and is committed to
maintaining an even-handed and reasonable approach to serving that ideal.

Collection Of College Charge Payments:

Paying parents expect not to subsidise non-paying parents. The college is required to
actively pursue the collection of charges and will do so. This policy is strongly supported
by the College Council and is a requirement of the Department of Education. Where there
is an outstanding debt the college will take the following steps to recover the charges due:
1. Four (4) reminder notices are sent to parents

2. The fourth notice will be to advise that unless payment in full is made by a specific date
which will be indicated, legal action will be taken through a debt collection agency.

3. If payment is still not made by the prescribed date, a debt collection agency will be
engaged to pursue recovery of charges directly from the parent.

4. Any outstanding debts are carried over to the following year.

5. Where parents with outstanding charges debt have failed to arrange and commit to a
payment plan, the student will be removed from their chosen Elective course and placed
in a standard curriculum course.

6. The College has discretion to exclude students from extra-curricular activities (eg:
excursions, tours) if charges are not paid in full.

In stating the college’s policy on collection of course charges, it is also acknowledged that
charges can be difficult to pay for some families. Also, the college is keen to help parents
select options that they can afford. Our college curriculum guideline book always shows
the cost for each course.
