Welcome

Kinross College is proud to offer students entering Year 9 a range of high quality courses, providing essential
skills and learning outcomes.

The study program for Year 9 students reflects their growing interest in vocational options after school and
the pre-requisite learning area development for senior schooling.

Ideally, students should complete at least one course from both The Arts and Technology and Enterprise
throughout the year. In Year 9, students will undertake compulsory Health and Physical Education. There are
also electives available in this area.

Students are advised to choose wisely and in the areas that they are likely to pursue in Years 11 and 12.
Generally these will be areas in which the student has skill, interest or both.

PRESCRIBED COURSES:

All students will study the following compulsory courses:
- English
Mathematics
Health and Physical Education
Science
Society & Environment

ELECTIVES:

All electives run for a full Semester (20 Weeks). This booklet provides information on the various electives
available to students. Students will study 6 electives depending on the final timetable (three per semester).
All students are asked to rank their electives from 1-10, thus providing reserves. Generally, more than 85%
of students receive their first preferences.

LOTE:
French is included as a year long elective. This elective is compulsory for students considering LOTE
(Language other than English) in Years 11 and 12. It is important to note that French is not offered as a

subject at Mindarie Senior College, although students may choose to enrol in French through SIDE (School
of Isolated and Distance Education) whilst at Mindarie Senior College.

PAYMENT AND ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

Please ensure that your parents are prepared to meet the costs associated with the courses you have
chosen. A 50% deposit will be required when the signed Agr eement and Electives Selections are
handed in, with the balance due by week 2 of 2012. The costs of Electives on offer vary, based on the
volume of materials used and associated costs with certain materials. It is important to note some courses
have additional costs such as purchasing fabrics in the case of textiles and a camp in the case of Outdoor
Education.

Year 9 Electives attract a charge because of the high use of consumables and materials required. They
provide an opportunity for specialisation in specific practical learning areas suited to the personal and

vocational interests of students. Elective selection forms will not be accepted witho ut the payment
included. Students who do not include payment will be placed in an alternative course which does not
include Electives.

The Electives Agreement and Selection Year 9 — 2012 is to be signed by your parent/s or guardian/s and
yourself and returned to the Front Office no later than Friday 26 August 2011 .

Classes will be determined by demand and the availability of resources, therefore not all courses will run. It
is for this reason that you must nominate reserve Electives.

PLEASE NOTE: If you do not hand in your Electives Agreement and Selection Year 9 - 2012
with 50% deposit by 26 August 2011 you will not __ be placed in an Electives course.

Year 9 students at Kinross College have the opportunity to select elective subjects from an
impressive range of offerings. This selection is done in 2011 in order to consolidate
classes and fee structures for students prior to commencing school in 2012.

All students in Year 9 will study core subjects as outlined below:

- English

- Mathematics

- Science

- Physical Education

- Health Education

- Society & Environment

Additionally, students have the opportunity to broaden their studies with 6 elective subjects
studied across the year, 3 electives per semester. The range of subjects on offer not only
caters to the age and interests of the year group, but forms the basis of ‘pathways’ to
further study in Years 10, 11 and 12.

Homework

Homework is a regular part of the teaching and learning program. This may take the form
of set work that is collected and assessed by the teacher. It is expected that all homework
set is attempted. If a student has difficulty, it is helpful if the student has genuinely
attempted to complete it. This way, staff are better able to identify what is needed in
addressing the problem or barrier to understanding.

In cases of work not being formally set, there are a range of techniques and strategies
students should regularly employ. One of the simplest is rereading class work and
ensuring work is organised. Staff regularly gives study hints and strategies in class in
addition to suggestions in the College Diary.

HEALTH & PHYSICAL EDUCATION

OUTDOOR RECREATION Code: 9HPE1 Cost: $165

Subject Outline:

Outdoor Recreation is designed to be an introductory course to both Outdoor Education
and Water-based Physical Recreation in Year 10. It aims to introduce a range of practical
Outdoor Education skills (eg - cycling, kayaking, snorkelling, orienteering, camp cooking)
and skills for Aquatic Recreation (surfing & water rescue). Course time will be divided into
80% practical and 20% theory and will run for two sessions per week for a semester.

Kayaking
Orienteering and Navigation
Camp cooking
Team building
Surfing
Aquatic safety / aquatic rescue
Snorkelling

Minimum Entrance Requirements: B or above skills for physical activity
B or above self-management skills
B or above interpersonal skills

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SPECIALISED RACQUETS Code: 9HPE2 Cost: $60

Subject Outline:

Specialised racquets is for those students wanting to develop their hand eye co-ordination,
improve their fitness and further their skills relating to racquet sports. Students will be
taught the rules, specific skills, tactics and game strategy in badminton, tennis and squash.
The students will have access to facilities both at school and at local recreation facilities
such as Mullaloo Squash Courts. This course is designed to be an introduction to the
practical component of Phys. Ed Studies in Year 10. Course time will be divided into 90%
practical and 10% theory and will run for two sessions per week for a semester.

SPECIALISED TEAM SPORTS Code: 9HPE3 Cost: $60

Subject Outline:

Specialised Team Sports is designed to provide opportunities for students to be extended
in a range of sports (Hockey, Basketball and Touch). Students will also be provided with
opportunities to play on the correct surfaces (i.e. turf for hockey). The course focuses on
developing sport-specific skills and strategies and high level self-management and
interpersonal skills through coaching and umpiring opportunities. This unit will serve as an
introduction to the practical and coaching components of Physical Education Studies in
Year 10. Course time will be divided into 90% practical and 10% theory and will run for
two sessions per week for a semester.

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LOTE

FRENCH 1 & 2 Semester 1- Code: 9LOTE1 Cost: $30
Semester 2- Code: 9LOTE2 Cost: $30

Students should note that this is a year length course. Students selecting LOTE will study
this in both semesters.

The Year 9 French program is designed to further develop basic aural and oral skills
(listening, responding and speaking) in order to communicate effectively in the French
language. Students will view and read a variety of texts and respond appropriately. They
will also be able to write texts independently in French. Students will further develop
cultural understandings, recognise patterns and rules when using French and rehearse
purposeful language for use in real life situations. Students will have access to
French/English dictionaries, on-line resources and work in cooperative learning situations.

SKILLS OUTLINE:
Students will study a range of topics within this course.
These include:
The culture of France
Ordering food and drink in a restaurant setting
Discuss food preferences
Express opinions, interests
Leisure time
Health and fitness
Describe clothing, personality and family
Numbers up t01000
School subjects and jobs

Students will also have the opportunity to communicate with
students in France, through a French pen-pal program, in
order to develop their language skills further.

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TECHNOLOGY & ENTERPRISE
MODEL MAKING Code: 9DT1 Cost: $60

Note: All year 9 courses are semester based thus a student can only select a course for Semester 1
OR Semester 2 as course content will be the same

Subject Outline:

Year 9 Model Making uses the woodwork skills that the students have developed in Year 8
and extends these skills in an interesting and challenging way of model making. This
subject follows a theme of planes, trains and automobiles which focus on the construction
of a variety of wooden models relating to the theme.

Research design characteristics of models
Developing woodwork skills, both hand and machine
Developing finishing techniques and painting

TECHNICAL GRAPHICS Code: 9TECGL1 Cost: $40

Note: All year 9 courses are semester based thus a student can only select a course for Semester 1
OR Semester 2 as course content will be the same.

Subject Outline:

Communication is frequently facilitated by the use of graphics and in particular, by the use of
technical graphics in construction, engineering and consumer contexts. The creation and
interpretation of drawings are skills useful in employment and as life skills in a world where
communication increasingly relies upon graphics.

The course introduces knowledge and skills in sketching and drawing everyday items utilising
a number of drawing types including Orthographic Projection, Oblique, Isometric and
Perspective. Students will also gain skills and knowledge in the area of rendering, utilising
equipment such as Coloured markers, Water colours and Air brushing. Students will develop
an understanding of the need for clear and accurate drawings and will gain knowledge of
relevant Australian Standards.

The course is designed to fulfil the following aims
To foster an awareness of the importance of Graphic Communication as an international
language
To foster the ability to initiate, develop and then communicate ideas graphically
To stimulate an interest in and enjoyment of, the study of graphical techniques and their
application
To develop a knowledge and understanding of the fundamentals of Graphic
Communication
To develop the ability to read and interpret a variety of types of drawings
To develop the ability to use a range of drafting techniques
To develop the ability to produce desired effects through the considered use of colour
To develop the ability to select, organise and represent information graphically

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METALWORK 1
Code: 9DT5 Cost: $65

Note: All year 9 courses are semester based thus a student can only select a course for Semester 1
OR Semester 2 as course content will be the same.

Subject Outline:

Metalwork is a continuation of Year 8 Metalwork and further develops the hand skills and
workshop safety of students. Welding is a key focus in this course as well as an introduction to
the metalwork lathe. Students will work on a variety of small projects so as to challenge and
develop their skills and understanding of the materials that they are working with.

Students will be required to complete both theory and practical aspects of the course in order
to achieve a high grade. :

Electronics is one of the fastest growing industries in the world, and also an increasingly
popular and useful hobby. Electrical and Electronic theory, design and practical skills can be
applied in many different career paths, including computing, engineering, construction,
entertainment and manufacturing.

In this course students will develop their knowledge of basic electronic systems; from simple
component identification and simple project construction to the design and construction of their
own electronic systems.

Students will be required to complete both theory and practical aspects of the course in order
to achieve a high grade.

The course is designed to fulfil the following aims:
Identify basic electronic circuit components
Differentiate between different circuit types
Complete simple electronic circuit construction
Understand the complex nature and need for the development of electronic industries.
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ENGLISH
ENGLISH DEBATING 1 Code 9ENGD1 Cost; $10

Subject Outline :

The art of persuasion by structured argument goes all the way back to the ancient Greeks.
Today, lawyers and second-hand car salespeople are two of many groups that try to win
arguments by using logic and deductive thinking. Students will learn the principles and
practices of the art of debating. If there is sufficient interest and talent we will enter into
inter-school debating competitions with neighbouring schools. If you like winning an
argument then this course is for you.

Skills Outline:
- How to structure an argument
How to research information
How to prepare notes and palm cards that work
How to organise a team that can win
Learning to overcome the fear of public speaking
How to "CHAIR" a debate
How to accept awards graciously after winning

Minimum Entrance Requirements: An interest in life, the universe and everything and
the desire to work collaboratively with others. Students will be expected to carry out
individual and team research, to meet in their own time to aid their organization, to practise
their skills and possibly travel to nearby schools in order to win debates.

ENGLISH ENRICHMENT 1 Code: 9ENGEN1 Cost: $50

Subject Outline:

The course will cover the process of developing, writing, editing and publishing a
newspaper. The team will learn about the issues involved in running a business for profit,
including quality, quantity and the importance of meeting deadlines.

Subject Outline:

This practical course is designed for students who enjoy cooking and have an interest in
health and nutrition. The course focuses on the selection of foods in the making of healthy
meals suitable for athletes and active teenagers. As part of their assessment students will
be required to research diets and eating plans of famous athletes and teenagers who want
to gain or lose weight.

MATHS ENRICHMENT 1 & 2 Semester 1 - Code: 9MATE1 Cost: $30

Students selecting this course should note that it is a year long course, though
students can elect for one semester only

Subject Outline:

A problem solving course using nine separate problem solving strategies, the application
of which will allow entry to a range of state and national mathematics competitions,
including Westpac, UNSW and MAWA. The course will also provide high quality practice
for students taking NAPLAN testing in Year 9.

Minimum Entrance Requirements:  High interest in Mathematics

SCIENCE

SCIENCE EXPLORATIONS 1 Code: 9ScEx1 Cost: $30

Subject Outline:

Do you like doing experiments and activities? All the fun Science stuff without all of the
theory? The Science Exploration electives allow for classes to negotiate the curriculum
with the teacher to select their own topics of interest and explore them. The course
focuses on skill development and the scientific process, allowing students to participate in
experiments and activities designed to investigate the scientific principles that interest
them. Working in small groups they can find out how theatre lights are used to change the
look of clothing, what happens when acids are mixed with different substances, or discover
the skills needed to become a Forensic pathologist.

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SOCIETY AND ENVIRONMENT

GEOGRAPHY: Planet Earth - A Catastrophe? Code: 9S&EG1
Cost: $30.00

Subject Outline:

This course is designed for people who are interested in natural and man made disasters.
If you have an interest in how earthquakes happen, why bushfires have a positive effect or
simply how to survive impending doom, then this course is for you. Students will
investigate different types of disasters, critically review the impact upon human populations
and creatively present their findings.

Skills Outline:
- Describe and outline a particular disaster type
Collect data — frequency of disaster
Use ‘Google Earth’ to locate specific places
Research and design some preventative measures (survival kit)
Link the ‘cause’ with the ‘effect’
Work collaboratively with others

others to produce interesting products. Students will be expected to carry out individual
research and meet deadlines.

Subject Outline:

Students will have the opportunity to create original performances both within groups and
individually. Playbuilding allows students to focus on developing their own characters and
storylines using a variety of performance styles and techniques.

Skills Outline:

Specific Playbuilding skills include improvisation, script writing, characterisation, verbal
and non-verbal communication, simple backstage roles and performance. Students will
learn to work collaboratively with their peers as well as having the opportunity to take on
leadership roles.

DRAMA 2 - SCRIPTS Code: 9Drama2 Cost: $20

Subject Outline:

Students will work towards creating a scripted performance. Throughout this course
students will rehearse, take on backstage roles and learn about creating characters,
performance technique, staging and blocking.

Skills Outline:
Students will learn how to read and interpret scripts, and most importantly how to turn the
words into a fully realised performance.

Minimum Entrance Requirements:  NIL

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THE ARTS - VISUAL ARTS

3D ART 1 Code: 9VA3D1 Cost: $40
Subject Outline:

In this course students will learn how to work sculpturally using a range of different
materials and techniques. They will experiment with clay, metal, recycled materials,
plaster, paper or stone to make 3 dimensional artworks. Students will learn about why
artists make sculptures and research some of the amazing sculptures in our community
and around the world. They will make useful items such as platters, vases and bowls and
beautiful sculptures.

Students will develop appropriate design drawings to translate their ideas on paper before
constructing.

3D ART 2 Code: 9VA3D2 Cost: $40
Subject Outline:

This course will build on the skills, concepts and materials explored in 3D Art 1 to develop
the complexity of the students’ artwork.

VISUAL ART 1 Code: 9VArtl Cost: $35
Subject Outline:

Students will begin the semester by learning and exploring various strategies and
techniques to improve and develop their drawing skills. Students will experience different
media such as charcoal, ink, pastels and graphite to create successful artworks. Students
will also be introduced to the basics of acrylic painting. They will learn how to develop
ideas, mix colours, create tones and be inspired by great painters both past and present.
Students paint on a range of different surfaces such as paper, card, canvas board and
stretched canvas.

VISUAL ART 2 Code: 9VArt2 Cost: $35
Subject Outline:

In Visual Art 2, students will expand and develop on drawing and painting skills,
techniques and ideas explored in Semester 1. Students in this unit will also be involved in
a group collaborative project.

FASHION AND TEXTILES 1 Code: 9FTextl Cost: $40
Subject Outline:

Students in this course will learn the basics of printing on fabric. They will learn how to
block print, silkscreen print and use stencils to create their own original fabrics. Students
will print on tea towels and bags. They will also learn how to embellish fabrics using
sequins and beads. Students will be involved in basic hand sewing and machine activities.

FASHION AND TEXTILES 2 Code: 9FText2 Cost: $40
Subject Outline:

In Fashion and Textiles 2 students will learn how to use dyes to create original fabrics.
They will explore the processes of Batik and Shibori (Japanese tie dye) to create a
beautiful cushion cover. Students will learn the basics of using a sewing machine and will
start sewing, designing and making their own original wearable clothes.

COLLEGE POLICY

COLLEGE CHARGES AND THEIR PART IN SCHOOL FUNDING

The reason for College charges:

The College receives a government grant (The School Grant) each year to cover the basic
costs of running the College. The government lays down the purposes for which The
School Grant is used. In brief, college grant funds are used for a range of whole-of-college
expenses, including the following:
" Maintenance and minor repairs of equipment, grounds, classroom furniture and
buildings
Minor structural improvements
Professional development of the College’s staff
Day-to-day administration costs (eg postage, printing, stationery, college promotion)
Payment for utilities (electricity, telephone, water and gas)
Purchase of major equipment items.

Teachers and other college staff are paid directly from the government.

Funds received from donations by the P & C, hiring fees received for private use of college
facilities, savings on utilities use and bookshop commission help to offset the course costs
for students. However, the costs of “extras” for courses are not included in the
government’s School Grant. Because of this shortfall, the college levies a charge on
students taking such courses to cover the cost of those “extras” and so ensure the college
can offer the best possible education to its students.

The government acknowledges that this situation affects all government-funded schools.
As a result, secondary colleges have a legal right to charge for goods and services that
are used by students in a course of study and which the college’s School Grant funding
does not cover. The Department of Education also requires schools to make every
endeavour to recover outstanding charges costs.

Determining College Charges

The College endeavours to keep its charges to a minimum while maintaining a high
standard of curriculum delivery. The government endorses the levying of a college charge
that covers basic needs associated with teaching the essential curriculum, such as
photocopying, access to textbooks and use of specialised equipment.

Each student is also charged for items that are specifically used in various elective
courses, such as: ingredients for food preparation; transport to and from option venues; art
materials; use of computer and photographic equipment and associated materials; timber;
metal; tools; specialised sporting equipment and photocopies of course handouts. The
amount of these costs will vary according to each student’s choice of courses. Similarly,
government regulations on school fees do not set limits on the cost of purchasing
prescribed textbooks for courses offered in government schools.
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PAYING COLLEGE CHARGES

Who should pay college charges?

It is government policy that parents should contribute towards the cost of educating their
children. Given that students are able to choose the courses that will offer them the
learning outcomes they desire, it is considered fair and equitable that all parents should
pay for the courses that their children select. Similarly, it is generally considered unfair
that some families could be expected to pay for the consumable components of courses
for another family’s student. This college believes all parents should pay the charges that
will cover the expenses resulting from children’s selection of courses and is committed to
maintaining an even-handed and reasonable approach to serving that ideal.

Collection of College Charge Payments:

Paying parents expect not to subsidise non-paying parents. The college is required to
actively pursue the collection of charges and will do so. This policy is strongly supported
by the College Council and is a requirement of the Department of Education. Where there
is an outstanding debt the college will take the following steps to recover the charges due:
1. Four (4) reminder notices are sent to parents

2. The fourth notice will be to advise that, unless payment in full is made by a specific date
which will be indicated, legal action will be taken through a debt collection agency.

3. If payment is still not made by the prescribed date, a debt collection agency will be
engaged to pursue recovery of charges directly from the parent.

4. Any outstanding debts are carried over to the following year.

5. Where parents with outstanding charges debt have failed to arrange and commit to a
payment plan, the student will be removed from their chosen Elective course and placed
in a standard curriculum course.

6. The College has discretion to exclude students from extra-curricular activities (eg:
excursions, tours) if charges are not paid in full.

In stating the college’s policy on collection of course charges, it is also acknowledged that
charges can be difficult to pay for some families. Also, the college is keen to help parents
select options that they can afford. Our college curriculum guideline book always shows
the cost for each course.

A deposit of 50% of the cost of the student Electives is required by 26 August 2011. The
balance must be paid by 17 February 2012. If parents wish to undertake a payment plan
for the balance due in 2012, they may arrange this with the Finance Assistant but they
must make contact immediately to set up those arrangements. The college will not
approach families to organise time payment.

PAYMENT OF ELECTIVES:
Electives are to be paid in full or an arrangement for payment plan
MUST be made by no later _than Friday 17 February 2012.

The Course Booklist

Once all the courses in a program of study have been chosen and the Electives
Agreement and Selection Year 9 — 2012 has been submitted to the college with 50%
deposit, the college will place all students in their chosen courses where possible, or a
negotiated alternative. When that task is completed, the family of every student will
receive a fully detailed list of the final charges associated with their chosen program. This
schedule will include:

" Any textbooks that need to be purchased and their listed recommended retail price

" The charges associated with each course selected

" Any other compulsory charges levied by the college

" Any voluntary contributions approved by the College Council

The booklist and schedule of charges is posted out to families prior to the Christmas
break.
